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1. Opening

The 5th meeting of  WA C2.3 was opened on Tuesday 26th August 2008.
1.1 Agenda

The agenda for the session - distributed in advance - is approved.  Chairman indicated that he would like to leave a reasonable time after lunch for discussion on New Work areas. This topic had been discussed at the meeting in Belgrade but as there was a small attendance it was worth devoting time to discussing the suggestions in detail and finalising proposals to be presented at the SC meeting on Friday.
2. Personal matters

The Chairman introduced Michel Armstrong, SC C2 Chairman. Michel briefly outlined what was happening in the SC C2 area, indicating that he was spending some time with each of the Working groups meeting during this Cigre Session and wished us well in our deliberations.
Chairman welcomed the former convenor  Gerhard Krost, Special Reporter for this years Cigre Session.

Chairman reports that he has received word from Markus Blaettler that due to a change in his employment he has to resign from our WG. Markus expressed his appreciation of the comradeship and friendship he enjoyed in this group and wished us all the best for the future. He did not indicate what role he was now undertaking and by the time the chairman tried to contact him he had already left and his e-mail account was disabled.
Markus in conjunction with the Swiss SC C2 member, Rudolf Baumann, has recommended Andreas John to replace him in the group.  Andreas is working with Swiss Grid in Grid Operations at Laufenberg. Unfortunately he was not able to attend the meeting in Paris.
Fredric Nilsson the Swedish SC C2 member has announced that Tobias Edfast will replace Lars Karlström as the Swedish member of WA C 2.03. Chairman welcomed Tobias to the group and indicated that Lars and previously Kenneth Valve had been very active members of the group and hoped that Tobias would continue in the same vein.
Chairman indicated that he was delighted that Susana Almeida from REN in Portugal  having attended as an observer at our Belgrade meeting would be continuing as the Portuguese member of the group. 

Juan Bogas indicated that as he was working for some time for the Spanish Market Operator his interest lay more with C5 rather thanC2 and he proposed to leave the C2 area but continue his Cigre involvement with C5, He undertook to try to get a replacement from the Spanish TSO.

3. Cigre Activities
The chairman updated the meeting with some information relating to Cigre Activities. The Technical Committee met earlier in the year. The significant issue for working groups etc relates to a policy now adopted by the Technical Committee that from 2010 the practice of WG presenting their output in the form of papers at the Cigre Sessions in Paris was discouraged in an attempt to provide greater access to non Cigre papers.  Wag’s are encouraged to publish their work either as Cigre Brochures or articles in Electra.  WG are still permitted to present papers at Cigre Symposia. 
The 2009 SC Meeting will take place in China in association with SC C1, C2, C5 “Operation and Development of Power Systems in the New Context” Guilin City, Guangxi Province, China. A proposal to have a Tutorial Session (similar to those held in San Antonio and Montreal symposiums) is being discussed with the symposium organisers. Hugh Jones will liaise with C1 and C5 representatives and report back in due course.
Chairman outlined also the Program for the remainder of the Cigre Session
4. WG Discussions on Special Report 
At this stage the two working groups separated to discuss and finalise the responses to the special reporter questions on their respective papers and also to prepare for the Poster Session on Wednesday.
After lunch each group gave a short presentation outling the content of their Poster sessions and the contributions to be made during the C2 Session on Thursday 28th August.

5.  Future activities of the Working Area.
  The chairman reported that he had already suggested two possible topics to the C2 chairman Michel Armstrong and that he had also suggested a third.  The topics all lie within the scope of WA 2.3 as defined in the C2 Strategic Plan.
1. Establish a WG to review and update work carried out by WG 39.03 since 1996 in the area of Operator requirements, Selection, Training and Certification with a view to publishing the material in a Cigre Brochure.
2. Establish WG to research on the Capabilities and requirements of a control centre in the 21st century--- Functional and Human Resources view.
3. Establish WG to study E-learning and Distance Training. ( proposed by Michel Armstrong)

Topic 1      WG C2.33   

It was agreed that this WG would review and update the work carried out by the former WG C2.03/39.06 with the results to be published as a Cigre Technical Brochure.

Ninel Cukalevski from Serbia agreed to act as convenor for this WG and will prepare Terms of Reference for approval by the Chairman of the Technical Committee.  Hugh Jones, Susana Almeida and Mihai Cremenescu Indicated they would work in this group.

Topic 2    WG C2.34

There was considerable interest in this topic. Issues suggested for investigation included: Operation use of WAMS and how such information might be displayed, Dynamic Line Rating, Understanding the financial implications of constraint management (largely associated with renewables), providing functionality to permit the operator in the area of risk management, avoiding the risk of information overload, visualisation technologies, recognising the generation gap between operators particularly in how their thought processes work. The following members expressed interest in this WG; Udo Spanel, Thales Papazoglou, Christian Fontaine, Susana Almeida, Teresa Carolin, Adel Mendonça, Milorad Markovic, Vincent Isoard, Tobias Edfast, Lajos Oroski,
There was no volunteer for a Convenor. Chairman undertook task to try to find a convenor and to jointly develop terms of reference.

Topic 3   WG C2.35

A Short discussion on the topic of Distance Learning took place.  This topic was seen as a backup option at this stage. Ninel Cukalevski and Dirk Visser were interested in this work.

  Chairman agreed to present these proposals to the SC meeting for approval on Friday 29th August.
6. Next WG meetings

At this stage no firm commitment was given for the next meeting.  Thales indicated that Crete might be a possibility.  Agreed that once the TOR’s for the WG were accepted by the technical committee and a work program agreed then a suitable date for a meeting will be agreed.
8. Closing 

The convenor of the joint working area together with the convenors of the Working Groups thanks all participants for their attendance and their active contributions. Once clarity on the proposed WG is available Chairman will advise members accordingly. The meeting was then adjourned.  It was agreed that the group would reconvene that evening at the restaurant Le Galvacher for the traditional Social evening.
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
